A Word from Pastor Rodney

I hope that your participation in the Essential 100 Bible Challenge earlier in the year was a rewarding time for you.  I hope that your study of an overview of the Bible has given you a greater appetite for a deeper study of God’s word.  If you are still looking for something to study or have a desire to read the bible more deeply, I would like to recommend a resource called YouVersion.com.  You Version offers you a choice from multitude of Bible reading plans and provides nearly every English translation (& some non-English) of the Bible.  In hopes that you will find your deeper study of the Bible enriching and life transforming, I would like to share with you a devotional from “The Word for You”.

You will never exhaust the riches in any one passage of Scripture.  The Psalmist declared “To all perfection I see a limit; but your commands are boundless” (Psalm 119:96 NIV).  You can dig and dig in Scripture, but you’ll never touch the bottom.  Solomon said, “If you look for it as for silver and search for it as for hidden treasure, then you will understand the fear [deep respect and submission] of the Lord and find the knowledge of God” (Pr 2:4-5 NIV)  When it comes to God’s Word, the ‘mother lode’ is inexhaustible and the treasure is boundless.  For this reason you can study the same Scripture over and over again, dig into it, leave it for 3 or 4 months- and when you come back to it there is much more to find.  The key is this: stick with it!  Remember; there is no limit to the number of questions you can ask, no limit to the observations you can make, no limit to the applications you can make.  So don’t give up!  The best attitude to have in Bible study is the one Jacob had when he wrestled with the angel of the Lord.  He tightened his grip and said, “I will not let you go unless you bless me” (Genesis 32:26 NIV).  And the result?  His life was changed.  And yours will be too!

Bible study has no shortcuts!  It’s hard work.  But if you are diligent and patient you will reap great rewards.  Once you have felt the joy and satisfaction that comes from finding a great spiritual truth on your own, then applying it to your life, you will never approach your Bible the same way again!
